Sustainable mobility concept envisions a system which

meets contemporary road user needs via: i) promoting public
transport, walking and cycling, ii) introducing innovative ways
of transport (e.g. micromobility and shared transport modes)
and iii) restricting car usage and ownership (Banister, 2008;
Nikitas, 2018). Sustainable mobility endeavours to create a new
ethos in transport provision (Nikitas et al., 2019) improving
social equity, economic efficiency and environmental protection
(Gudmundsson, 2004).
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
